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miniums and retail space.
Between 113th and 124th
streets, half a dozen buildings
are under construction or re-
cently have been completed
that will supply the area with
about 250 new condominium

The high level of develop-
ment partly reflects lower de-
velopment costs. Stephen G.
Kliegerman of Halstead Prop-
erty said that developers were
able to acquire land more
cheaply and keep their total
costs below those in other
parts of Manhattan.

The prospect of new tenants
in the condos is drawing new
retail establishments, which
historically have been in short
supply in Harlem.
